Year 5 will be studying the Eucharist Service during our RE lessons over the next few weeks.

As part of this we would like to offer the children the opportunity to study the elements of the Eucharist Service in more detail with the hope that they could then be admitted to take communion at the end of term Leavers Eucharist Service.

The Church in Wales admits baptised children for Eucharist from around the age of 7 and as a Church in Wales school we would like to give our children the opportunities to learn about and fully take part in the Eucharist Service. 

Early communion does not replace confirmation when the children are older, but it is strongly felt by the Church in Wales that when children take communion, they feel much more part of the service and part of the church community.

Andrea Rodley, who co-ordinates Club Rock Sunday School at Magor church, will be running these sessions which will take place during school time.

We would be very grateful if you could return the slip by Wednesday 2nd October to your child’s class teacher.

On the 6th November at 10 am Year 5 will join the Wednesday congregation, and those who are being admitted into communion will take it then for the first time. Parents are warmly welcomed to join this service.
