Head	Teacher	

The	Governing	Body	in	association	with	the	Diocese	and	Monmouthshire	County	Council	(MCC)	has	made	the	
decision	to	recruit	a	new	head	teacher	for	the	school.	

The	Governing	Body	has	delegated	the	recruitment	process	to	the	Head	Teacher	Recruitment	panel	which	will	
also	include	representatives	from	the	Diocese	and	MCC.	

Our	 recruitment	 panel	 will	 also	 be	 seeking	 the	 views	 and	 requirements	 of	 our	 staff	 within	 school	 and	
importantly	the	children’s	school	council	within	this	process.	

The	Governing	Body	is	aiming	to	appoint	a	new	Head	Teacher	before	Christmas	with	an	anticipated	start	date	
of	April	2019.		

The	 transition	 process	 of	 handing	 over	 the	 leadership	 of	 our	 school	 from	 our	 Executive	 Head	 teacher	Mrs	
Hamer	is	currently	being	discussed	and	once	agreed,	I’ll	issue	a	further	communication.		

Finally,	I	hope	you	enjoy	your	half	term	break	and	I	look	forward	to	working	with	everyone	as	we	prepare	for	
the	return	of	Estyn	and	the	recruitment	of	our	new	Head	teacher.
