Dear Parents Carers,

As a follow up to the letter sent out by Monmouthshire County Council, in relation to breakfast club arrangement for 2018 – 2019, please see below.

From September 2018 a £1 charge will be introduced in relation to the childcare element of breakfast club.

What does this mean if your child currently attends breakfast club at Magor CiW Primary School?

From September 2018 the following arrangements will apply:

Breakfast club will now open at 8.00am and run until 8.50am
Arrival between 8.00am – 8.30am will incur child care charges of £1 per child, per day will apply. 

Breakfast will be served from 8.00am – 8.40am when children will be able to have a FREE healthy breakfast.

If your child receives free school meals then the childcare charge does not apply.

All children who attend breakfast club must be registered and payment should be made in advance.  If your child arrives before 8.30am, without payment being provided, we will contact you directly to discuss. This charge will be collected through our Parentpay system. The receipt of this payment will be monitored.

Attached is an updated registration form for you to complete if you wish your child to attend Breakfast Club. Previous completed forms are invalid from 5th September 2018, so the new one must be returned to the school office before children can attend breakfast club in September. Hard copies are available from the school office. 

We have decided on these timings after conversations with the kitchen staff, discussing the logistics of serving breakfast and clearing up breakfast club ready for the start of the school day and deemed that this arrangement was the most practical.

We are aware that some children arrive by bus and the timings are set by the bus company.  Monmouthshire County Council are dealing with this.
