Nursery Applications Reminder
The nursery application process for September

2022 has opened for parents/carers to make
applications.

If your child’s 3" birthday is between 1°t
September 2021 and 31°* August 2021 you must
apply before the closing date on 15th September
2021 if you wish them to attend Nursery in
September 2022.

If there are places and they are 3 before 31°
December 2021, they may be able to start in
January 2022. Similarly if they are 3 before 31°"
March 2022 they may be able to start after Easter
2022.

The link to apply and the closing date are the
same for the September applications.

Parents will be notified by MCC of their nursery
place for September 2022 and January 2022 on 5%
November 2021, however, if they have applied for
a rising 3 place to start in April 2022 they will be
advised on 7th March 2022.
